-Milton Keynes Council’s initial December draft budget showed a
shortfall of £7million, they have offset this shortfall by reducing a
number of vacancies within the Council. They are back on track to
being on budget.

-Ward Councillors have a £1000 grant to split across the 17 Parishes,
Sherington PC are to make a suggestion on what they’d like to use
their donation for.

-Wind Farm Funds should be on their way to Sherington Parish
Council’s bank account. By March 2026 there will be a new structure
in place, it will be managed by Milton Keynes Community
Foundation.

-Public hearing for the site at the top of Gun Lane is Scheduled for
the 24" February and due to take place in Central Milton Keynes —
Maragret Powell House, (Main conference suite), 423 Midsummer
Blvd, Milton Keynes MK9 3BN. The Hearing will start at 10am. The
public are advised to only speak on legal and factual matters, rather
than any emotive discussions during this hearing. The Ward
Councillors will report back as to whether MKC have legal
representation at the hearing.

comprehensive report on this. No Further update.

8.3 - Highways — Still awaiting a response from the Highways
for the replacement poles. SPC still haven’t received a response.
Will chase again. Wind Farm Grant has been released to SPC,
this is only 50% of the funds needed, however. The rest of the
monies will be released once the work is completed.

8.4 - S106 Funding — SPC agreed to supply a Skip to help clear some
space at the Village Hall, this will allow the Historical Society to
proceed with moving their files so that archiving quotes can
begin.

-The Community Facilities funds will soon be released to SPC
and the monies will be used to update the Village Hall kitchen.
-The Arts Project is still being managed by MKCC.

-Play and Parks funds are still available if a use can be identified.

8.6 - Neighbourhood Plan — Draft review still in progress, draft

Statement has been made in reply to those who made comments.

After the 20™ February SPC can update the plan and then submit

the final plan.

8.7 — Budget — At the last PC meeting, a member of the public
asked if SPC could look to reduce to budget for 2026 — 2027.
The PC have reviewed the expected finance forecast for the
next year and expect to need further funds. The budget will be
increasing if agreed by MKC.
